	5 minutes

Begin class with little explanation.  Give students a “directions” sheet with 20 tasks listed to do.  The first task should read “Read all directions first before executing the tasks.”  The 20th task should read “Please omit task 2-19 for this assignment.”  

5 minutes

Discuss this assignment and talk to students about the importance of reading directions and paying attention to their prompts.  “Reading and Following directions will save time.”  

40 minutes

Divide students into groups of two or three.  Give students a food recipe or building project to follow.  Directions should be detailed and lengthy.   (As if the directions are for an alien) The end result should be a nicely produced project if students followed the directions correctly.

10 minutes

Have students talk about their experiences and feelings about the directions.  “Did you like reading directions?”  “Did you try to skip over the directions and make it up yourself?”
	5 minutes

Begin class reminding students of the importance of reading directions.  Remind them of the problems they had the day before with directions.

5 minutes

Explain the assignment.  Students will follow directions to an elaborate treasure hunt.  Divide students in groups.  Each group will have directions different from the other groups.  (This will show who cheats and follows another group.)  

40 minutes

Have the groups follow their directions to find their treasure.  (To avoid foul play, color code your treasures for each group).  

10 minutes

Have the students enjoy their treasure as the class discusses their “adventure.”  “What directions (that the teacher wrote) were unclear?”  “What directions were extremely easy to follow?” 
	5 minutes

Students create their own directions.  Remind students of the importance of directions.  “Step by step instructions are a must.  Don’t assume the reader knows what you mean.”

5 minutes 

Have students draw a task out of hat.  The different tasks should be various tasks like making a peanut butter and jelly sandwich, checking out a library book, getting to a restaurant in town etc.  Remind the students to include details including left or right, location of targets etc.  

15 minutes

Have students create their own directions for the task they drew.  Allow them creative freedom.  

35 minutes

Have student who wrote the directions read them allowed as the class follows or one student follows.  The action of the directions will prove the directions to be clear or unclear.  This could be a fun way to follow up reading, understanding and giving instructions.
