In week 3 have guest speaker come in to discuss how creative writing is used in advertising in various media. Speaker will bring samples of ads and show how the process works. Discuss different types of resumes and look at samples. Compile information for resume. Create a cover letter to express interest in a position. Proper procedure to obtain letters of recommendation and references.  Discuss attire, grooming, and etiquette for obtaining job applications, attending interviews.
