	Divide class into small groups. Lecture on mult-tasking skills. Have each group draw out of the basket to find 3 jobs. Give the groups 15 minutes to work on the tasks, set the timer, when it rings, they have to draw out of the basket again. After 15 minutes, students put everything away and continue with the rest of the class. This will continue twice a week for 3 weeks. At the end of the 3 week period, all groups are responsible to have all tasks completed. At the beginning of the 6 weeks, I will give students reminders of the jobs to be completed. After the 3rd six weeks, I will no longer remind them, and they will be responsible for all work. Each group will have students sign off on each job that they completed. A group grade will be given and the group will give out individual grades in their group according to work done.
