	· For large classes, divide into groups; for small classes, this can be a class project.

· Appoint/elect an editor.  Review the responsibilities of an editor.

· Select jobs from this list:  news writer/reporter, lifestyle writer/reporter, feature writer/reporter, Advertiser (retail, classifieds)

· Review duties of each position.

· All articles in the paper will refer to a scene from Act III of “Romeo and Juliet.”

· Editor assigns articles to be written and ads to be run.  At the beginning of each class period, the class will discuss where they are in their stories.  The editor will have the option of reassigning work, but all the class members will have the opportunity for input at this time. 

· The teacher is the publisher.  All articles and ads must be turned in to the publisher for approval.  Make a reasonable deadline and stick to it.  There will be a place in the layout for each article.  If you don’t meet the deadline, your space will be blank.

· The editor will use Microsoft Publisher to come up with a layout and decide what goes where in the paper.

· Each member of the class will receive a copy of the paper.


	· This lesson plan can be the same as English I with a variation on topic.  The students can select what they want to write about in the sessions at the beginning of the period.

· If you do not have block scheduling, the class meetings can be once a week rather than daily.
